The National Museum of Women in the Arts is housed in a renaissance revival landmark building designed in 1907 as a Masonic Temple by noted architect Waddy Wood. In 1983,
the museum purchased a 78,810-square-foot Washington landmark near the White House and refurbished it in accordance with the highest design, museum, and security standards,

winning numerous architectural awards, while maintaining the Masonic symbolism infused in the structure.

The building that now houses the National Museum of Women in the Arts depicts the oldest and most universal symbols of Masonry. The carved squares and compasses that adorn
the cornices and the inside of the building represent central concepts of masonry. In Masonic belief, the square is a symbol of the earth and being “grounded” in a way that allows

for a life led by truth, integrity, honor, and other virtues. The compass, with the idea of the individual at its center, symbolizes living a life within bounds.

Ironically, the renaissance revival building that was formerly a Masonic Temple was not a place where women were welcomed, much less celebrated. Today, however, the building

tells the history of Washington through its exterior architecture, while it tells the history of women in the arts on its interior walls.
